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Day 1 - Lisbon

Arrival at Lisbon International Airport. As-
sistance and private transportation to the
designated hotel.

Jodo lll. All Faculties of the University of
Coimbra - Theology, Canons, Laws and
Medicine were concentrated. Since then,
this is the image engraved in the Portu-
guese collective imagination, indelible
mark of the city and its University. We also
recommend a visit to the Convent of San-
ta Clara-a-Nova. Check-in procedures and
accommodation at the designated hotel.

Day 3 - Oporto

Breakfast at hotel Departure by private
transport to visit this city full of traditions,
classified as best European destination in
2013 and 2016. Oporto is the capital and
gateway to the north of Portugal and that
provided a nation with a name and the
world’s renowned Port Wine. Panoramic
trip through the city including the historic
part of this UNESCO World Heritage Site
in 1996, visiting Castelo do Queijo, Foz,
the beaches, Avenida da Boavista, Aveni-

Possibility to
visit Palacio da Bolsa (entrance fees not
included), with its magnificent Arab Salon,
Livraria Lello, the bookstore inspiring J.K.

We su-
ggest a possible visit with wine tasting in
one of the famous Port Wine cellars.

Day 4 - Oporto / Nazaré / Obidos /
Lisbon

Breakfast at hotel. Departure by private
transport towards Nazaré, with its fa-
mous fishing port and beautiful beaches.
In 2011, Nazaré hit the headlines for the
record-breaking feats of gutsy surfer Gar-
rett McNamara, who rode the monster
waves that roll in north of town. Note that
high surf is in the Winter, so don’t be disa-
ppointed if you witness summer’s calmer

swells. Departure to Obidos and have the
opportunity to discover its gorgeous his-
toric centre, inside a walled castle that
dates back to the 12th century. The main
gate, Porta da Vila leads directly into the
main street, lined with chocolate shops.

Day 5 - Lisbon / Sintra / Cascais /
Estoril / Lisbon

Breakfast at hotel. Departure to an un-
forgettable journey covering the famous
“Golden Triangle” Sintra, Cascais and Es-
toril. First stop en route to Sintra, at Pa-
lacio de Queluz, one of the best examples
of Portuguese architecture from the late
XVIII century. Continue the journey to Sin-
tra, which is unanimously considered one
of the most romantic villages in the world,
this UNESCO World Heritage-listed centre,
with exotic gardens and magnificent pa-
laces that are surrounded by thick fores-



ts, you can enjoy the mystique lifestyle

of this unique place that once was Lord
Byron’s inspiring muse. Take the oppor-
tunity to visit, among others, Palacio de
Sintra down at the Villa and up on the hill
Palacio da Pena and/or Castelo dos Mou-
ros. After leaving Sintra and on the way to
Cascais, you’ll make a stop at an obliga-
tory landmark - Cabo da Roca, which is the
most westerly point in continental Europe
and the landscape over the open Atlantic
and coastal villages is breath-taking. Be-
fore arriving in Cascais, you will pass by
Guincho beach, one of the top spots for
windsurfers due to its ideal conditions and
where we’ll stop for lunch. We suggest a
stroll along Cascais bay and Cidadela For-
tress, just beside the Marina and definitely
invite you to treat yourself with one of the
best ice creams parlours in the world at
the famous Santini.Before returning to Lis-
bon, your tour will make a stop at Estoril,
which is famous for its Casino, but also for
the seaside resorts. It was here that lan
Fleming was stationed during WWII and

got his inspiration for the 007’s first no-
vel - Casino Royalle!The return to Lisbon
will be via beautiful road along where the
Atlantic merges into the Tejo River.
Accommaodation at the hotel.

Day 6 - Lisbon

Breakfast at hotel. Take your first dive
into Portugal’s Capital by discovering
some of its most emblematic areas, such
as Castelo de Sao Jorge, situated on the
highest hill of Lisbon, towering drama-
tically above Lisbon, this fortification is
a must and is present in every snapshot.
You can after discover Alfama, one of the
oldest neighbourhoods in the city, with it’s
Moorish traces and wonder down to Praca
do Comércio, once the very “heart” of the
country. With its 18th century yellow faca-
des, Praca do Comércio is one of the most
majestic squares in Europe, opening up its
arms to the River Tejo. In the afternoon
we set off to discover the Belém, with its
grandiose monuments and boats sailing

along that will take your imagination back
to those pioneering days of the “Age of
Discovery”. Among the most important,
you can visit Mosteiro do Jerénimos, Be-
lém’s most emblematic masterpiece, whi-
ch was commissioned by King Manuel | to
honour Vasco da Gama and it’s endeavour
of the discovery of a sea route to India.
Vasco da Gama is interred in the lower
chancel opposite to Luiz Vaz de Camdes,
most venerated Portuguese poet. Among
many other activities, it’s imperative to
enjoy probably Portuguese most famous
delicacy, the Pastel de Belém, which is a
delicious custard tart. Private transport to
a typical Fado House - “Clube de Fado” for
Dinner and a concert of Portugal’s most
emblematic music style.
